Talley will sell you one now, either in
a $100 custom-installation version as
shown in the photograph or in a sim-
pler $74 add-on version, shown sitting
atop the mock instrument assembly.
We tried the add-on digital speedo in
a Volkswagen of Talley’s and found
it to be very easily readable and some-
what entertaining for its novelty.

ENRY FoRrD has said that there wil

be no further expansion for Ford
of England. All future European ex-
pansion for Ford will be elsewhere—
mostly in Germany. The Chrysler 180,
new ohc-engine sedan series designed
in Britain, will be built by Simca in
France rather than at Chrysler UK—
a further result of the continual strikes
plaguing England. At this writing.
1600-cc engines for the Ford Pinto
are scarce because of a Ford strike in
England. If Parliament doesnt get
through some better anti-strike legis-
lation, labor may kill the British car

1 have a 1954 Jaguar XK-120 and
would like to know if the fuel tank from
an XK-140 or 150 would fit it. 'm also
having trouble finding an original-equip-
ment regulator for my car, and would be
in debt to vou if you could tell me where
to find one.

A wank from a 140 would fit, bur not
aone from a 130; roo wide and flat. First
try removing the tank and repairing it by
soldering—ir will be difficult 10 find an-
other one. As for the regularor—voliage,
we presime—a BAP/Geon, Beck/ Arnley
or Lucas distribuwior should have a suit-
able replacement. The only way to find
an exact original-equipment one is to go
to a wrecking yard (actually the only
place 1o find the fuel tank too), because
they aren’t made any more. Check “Mar-
ket Place” for companies that are dis-
mantling Jagunars . . . but a new replace-
ment regularor would be better; less trou-
ble and easier to get.

Semi-Automatic Boxes

Your road test of the Porsche 911T
with Sportomatic transmission (April is-
sue) was very interesting. and | was in-
trigued by the description of the semi-
automatic transmission. Can you tell me
what other cars, if any. offer this type of
transmission and if not. is anyone con-
sidering it?

There are many other cars with semi-
automatic transmissions. Available in the
U.S. are the VW Super Beetle's 3-speed
manual gearbox with torque converter
and the Fiat 850 sedan's ldroconvert, a
4-speed manual box with converter, Both
these are similar to the Porsche Sporto-
matic, with auwtomaiic clutches. The
citroen DS21 comes with a 4-speed gear-
box with power-assisted shifting and an
automatic clutch. And you can order
Chevy Novas and Vegas with Torque
Drive (2-speed planetary box with con-
verter) thar must be shifted manually be-
Iween its two speeds.

Some cars offering semi-antomatics but
not available in the U.S. are the Subaru
360 (3-speed manual, automatic clurch)

and Citroen Dyane (4-speed manual with
automatic clutch). And several vears ago
Plymouth offered a 3-speed manual gear-
box with torque converter and foor-oper-
ated cluteh, not to mention the other
semi-automatics offered in the 1940s and
19505 by Chrysler, Hudson, Packard. etc.
We were surprised to see senti-atitomatics
make a comebacik.

Tuneups & Qil Changes

I have two questions for you: First,
what is the difference between a “minor
tuneup” and a “major tuneup,” as re-
ferred to in your road test data? And
second. about oil change intervals: The
Chevrolet Vega 2300 has a 6000-mi oil
change. the Datsun 510 3000-mi. As you
know, both of these are 4-cyl engines
with single overhead camshafts. At what
interval would you recommend oil
changes for this type of engine?

Our definitions of minor and major
tunenp have to be somewhar flexible as
the service requirements for different
makes and models vary so much. But
basically, by a minor tunenp we mean
setting the timing and point gap, adjust-
ing idle speed and perhaps cleaning the
spark plugs. Generally a major tuneup
includes a full carburctor or fuel-injec-
tion adjustment, new plugs and points
and a valve adjustment—where applica-
ble, of course. Current emission-control
carburetors have fewer possible adjust-
ments than older ones, cars with transis-
tor ignitions don't use poinis, many en-
gines don't require valve adjustments,
and a diesel has no ignition. You'll also
note that for some cars we list simply
“tuneup” as the manufacturer doesn't
recommend two types.

We leave the recommendations for oil
changes, like wneups, 1o the manutfacturer
because that’s who knows the engine best.
In nearly all cases the maximum oil-
change interval, such as you have quoted,
is only for ideal conditions and the in-
terval is to be shortened when the car is
used in stop-and-go driving, in dusty con-
ditions, etc. Owners' manuals generally
make such a recommendation. However,
under typical suburban use we generally
follow the maker's maximum interval

Datsun 240Z Wheels & Tires

My local Datsun dealer is fitting all his
new 240Zs with 7-in.-wide wheels and
the regular 175-14 Bridgestone tires,
Now. it seems to me it would be better
and cheaper to fit steel wheels only a bit
larger than the stock ones, which are
4-'2 in. wide—say 5-'3 or 6 in.—and
185-14 or 195-14 tires. The dealer claims
that neither an increase of even 112 in.
in wheel width nor raising tire size one
or two notches is worth the money. but
that increasing wheel width 2'2 in. is.
The money in this case is $250 worth of
cast aluminum wheels.

I would appreciate your opinion on
this; the 7-in. rim seems too wide for a
175-14 tire; wouldn’t it cause a bowed-
out tread with the outside ribs wearing
faster. and concomitantly poorer adhe-
sion? Or does raising lire pressure al-
leviate this entirely? By what you said
in your Szptember 1969 tire supplement.
one shouldn™t go more than 'z-in. over
the tire maker’s recommendation.

We've heard of many other people
fitting 7-in. wheels and 175-14 tires on the
Z: one reader with such a combination
has called dissatisfied, and asked us
what 10 do abour it. You're right, the
dealer's wrong, and we suspect thar he—
like so many Datsun dealers—is using the
240Z°s stupendous market demand as a
lever to sell expensive wheels, You can
order from the factory inexpensive steel
wheels with 512-in. rims, and these are
ideal. Or yvou can fit 6-in. rims, but this is
the absolute mavimum fjor a 175-14 tire,
It might be impossible 1o increase the
pressure enough to make the 175 tire run
flar on the road with the 7-in. rim, and
even if you could you'd pound the
suspension and vourself too much.

We feel the best all-around combina-
tion is 175-145 on O-in.-wide
wheels, or at the outside 185-14s on 6-in.
wheels.

Are there any alternatives 1o the 4.10:1
final drive (rear end) ratio of my 1970
Volvo 142S which would give the car a
longer stride for freeway driving?

Nibbling

I have a 1966 Lotus Cortina and re-
cently mounted Firestone Indys on it for
autocrossing. Since putting these tires on
1 have noticed a great tendency for the
car to follow wheel ruts and general over-
all touchy steering.

The tires are 4.75/7.50-13 front and
5.00/9.50-12 rear. Originally the fronts
were dry tread but I had them grooved
tno difference in handling resulted). The
rears are rain tread, and the wheels are
standard 5V2-in.-wide Lotus Cortina.

This situation is really spooky when
I'm changing lanes over rough expansion
joints. Any suggestions on setting up the
front end or any other ideas for allevi-
ating this problem?

The behavior you describe—which s
called “nibbling” by suspension and tire
engineers—is perfectly normal for a wide,
stiff, bias-ply tire. A bias tire with a
rounded shoulder will be slightly better,
but the only way to solve this complerely
is 1o go to radial tires—which is probably
what you had before. The sidewall flexi-
bility of a radial allows it 1o cross ridges,
streetear tracks and such disturbances ar
small angles, as when changing lanes,
without thar annoying jerk ar the steering
wheel. How about keeping a set of radials
on an extra set of wheels for your street
and road use of the car?

As an aside, are vou sure the 5'2-in.
wheels are wide enough for those 5.00/
9.50 tires you have on the rear?
